The Canadian Curriculum is an internationally recognized curriculum equivalent to many other leading
curricula and education systems around the world. It has demonstrated its success through the 
Programme for International Student Assessment (PISA) 2022 results. Canada outperformed all other 
English-speaking countries in Reading, Mathematics, and Science. In addition, Canada also tied for 2nd place 
in the PISA Creative Thinking Assessment, placing significantly higher than the average across all OECD 
countries.

The Ontario Secondary School Diploma (OSSD) program is particularly suitable for students transitioning from 
a local curriculum into an international curriculum, and for athlete scholars or creative scholars who need the 
support of a flexible program that can be designed around their individual needs.
